NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Education, in accordance
with the recommendations of the Superintendent, hereby continues the suspension of
student #01-16/17 until such time as the Board hearing in this matter is conducted; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Education, in accordance with the
recommendations of the Superintendent, orders that student #01-16/17 continue on home
instruction until such time as any pending criminal charges are resolved; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of Education in consultation with the
Superintendent, shall review student #01-16/17’s suspension at each subsequent Board
Meeting in accordance the New Jersey Administrative Code.

WHEREAS, student #03-16/17 (the “Student”) is a student at Linden High School;

WHEREAS, the Superintendent recommended that the Student be placed on a long-term
suspension; and

WHEREAS, the Linden Board of Education’s Student Judiciary Committee held a
disciplinary hearing on April 10, 2017, and considered the testimony of all witnesses, the
