ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:

Linden has a limited number of spaces in our Preschool Program. To register, you must call Central Registration to schedule your appointment. The
parent or legal guardian must be present at registration.

After documentation is provided, a residency check will be completed. You will be notified by the end of June if we are able to offer your child a
placement in one of our classrooms. Busing for Pre-Kindergarten is not provided. Please note that children with incomplete registration will not be
accepted. We offer a full-day, three-year-old program at School 5 but space is limited. A child must live in the School 5 area and be three (3) years
old on or before October 1, 2022.
